South Wales and West Universities Archery League

Constitution 07/08
League Administration

1. The League is open to student archers representing any university in the West Country and South Wales.

2. The league shall be co-ordinated by the Regional administrator, who shall be selected prior to the commencement of each academic year.

3. Each university wishing to enter the main team events should declare so prior to the first round of each season, and nominate a liaison to the regional administrator.

4. There should be at least one match for each university entering in the team competition. 

5. All universities competing in the team competitions should attend each match. If there is good reason accepted by all other members for non-attendance, pre-emptive scores will be accepted.

6. The timetable for each season should be completed by November of that season, though changes after this time are acceptable.

Rules of Shooting

7. The round to be shot in each match is at the discretion of the host, and does not eliminate any discipline of archery (i.e. Clout, Darts, Field, Flight, Handicapping, Popinjay or Target).

8. Matches may be held at neutral venues. BUSA may be classed as a league event is needed

9. All matches will be shot under GNAS regulations as appropriate to the discipline being shot, with the exception of Dress Regulations.

10. An official judge should be used if possible.

11. Match scoring will work as follows:

Senior Team: 
Top four Recurve/Longbow/Barebow scores to make up each team (Compounds will be included in handicapped matches only) and should include one member of the opposite sex.  Experienced teams may include Novices.
Novice Team:
Top Three Novice Recurve/Longbow/Barebow scores to make up each team (Compounds will be included in handicapped matches only).

For both Novice and Experienced:


First Place Team Score = Number of teams in league

Second Place Team Score = Number of teams in league - 1

Third Place Team Score = Number of teams in league - 2

And so on for each team.

Non-attending teams shall receive 0 points unless Rule 5 has been invoked.
12. If there is good reason accepted by all other members for a university to be unable to field a team including one member of the opposite sex, rule 11 may be relaxed to permit single sex teams.  In this situation, the experience team for every university shall consist of the top four Recurve/Longbow/Barebow scores (Compounds will be included in handicapped matches only).  Experienced teams may include Novices.

Rules of Shooting

13. Dates and times, numbers attending a shoot, number of details used and other details will be under the control of the match hosts. However, if a university enact Rule 5, they shall be limited to ten archers, nominated by name prior to shooting, and scores should be shot within 2 weeks prior to the event and submitted to the hosts and the league co-ordinator at least 2 days before the event.

14. After each Match, the hosts should submit a full list of scores to the co-ordinator, who will send the relevant data on to the UKSAA.

Etiquette

15. Member clubs should be willing to assist in supplying equipment or other assistance to other clubs trying to host matches.

16. No hosting club may charge an entry fee for the league to anyone unless there are excessive costs, in which case they may request to charge under Rule 24.

17. Barbeques, Raffles and similar events are not affected by Rule 16.

18. Medals and other prizes maybe given out by a match host if they wish, but are not covered by Rule 16, though are acceptable under Rule 17.

19. On completion of the final match of the season the final scores shall be accumulated (see Rule 11) for all matches, for Both Novice and Experienced Teams, also the highest cumulative scores for Ladies and Gents Recurve.
20. If two or more University’s have tied on league points, then the team with the greater number of 1st places takes the leading place. If the teams have the same number of 1st places the number of 2nd places will be compared, and so on. If all are equal then the aggregate score is used to decide the higher placed team

21. Acquisition of Trophies for the league winners shall be reviewed by the Regional administrator and the club liaisons.

22. All Mascots and modes of transport are fair game.

23. Each university must possess a team mascot.

Adjudication

24. If there is a need to suspend any of the rules in exceptional circumstances, a case shall be put to the Administrator who will consult with the member club liaisons.
